RULE§809. 228

UNITS OF SERVICE OF CHILD CARE

Unless otherwise determined by the Board and approved by the Commission for automated reporting purposes, the funding of child care is based on the unit of service delivered, as follows:

  (1) a full day unit of service is six to 12 hours of care provided within a 24-hour period; and 

  (2) a part-day unit of service is less than six hours of care provided within a 24-hour period.

Board Policy

The rule is self-explanatory and the Board will follow the rule as written. In addition, the Board has determined that the client will be limited to childcare based on the number of hours the parent is at work plus no more than 2 hours of travel time.  The total time may not exceed 10 hours per day. 10 hours will be considered a full unit and up to 6 hours a partial unit. Total time of care provided may not exceed 50 hours per week without the approval of the Board.
