RULE§809. 285

REAPPLICATION FOR PROVIDER STATUS







AFTER TERMINATION OR NON-RENEWAL







OF THE PROVIDER AGREEMENT

a) If a Provider Agreement has not been renewed or has been terminated for violations of terms of the Provider Agreement, the provider shall wait for a period of time, to be determined by the Board, after the termination or nonrenewal date of the Provider Agreement before reapplying. 

(b) The provider shall be informed at the time of the termination or nonrenewal of the Provider Agreement when they may reapply for provider status.

Board Policy

The rule is self-explanatory and the Board will follow the rule as written. (a) The Board has determined that a provider must (1) request to be reinstated, (2) have corrected the violations, (3) have shown a history of compliance (if termination was due to Texas Department of Family and Protective Services violations) (4) provide documentation (when applicable) that requirements have been met (4) wait at a minimum 6 months. 

Revision

The Board discontinued provider agreements October 1, 2004 except for those providers that are certified Texas Rising Star. No provider will be reinstated after that date unless they meet national accreditation. 
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
