CHILD CARE SERVICES
FACTS ABOUT YOUR CHILD CARE FEES

· If you are approved for Child Care Services assistance, in most cases* you will be responsible to pay a portion of your child care fees each month
· Your portion of the child care fees is called “Parent Share of Cost”

· Your parent share of cost is paid directly to your child care provider

· The parent share of cost becomes effective the first day CCS authorizes the child care

· Your parent share of cost is due and payment must be made to the child care provider in advance of care

· You must pay your parent share of cost even if your child is absent from care
· You will be given a Parent Share of Cost Agreement and you must pay the monthly fee amount to remain eligible for Child Care Services 

· If for any reason you are unable to pay your parent share of cost as assigned, you must contact your CCS caseworker BEFORE the fee is due to the child care provider
· It is your responsibility to talk to your child care provider about any additional fees the provider may charge, such as registration fees, supply fees, transportation fees, etc.
*Your parent share of cost amount is based on your income and the number of children you have enrolled in care
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
